The SBA 7(a) program
provides loan guarantees for
financial institutions that loan
funds to small businesses. The
loans are a potential option
for small healthcare
practitioners.

To be eligible, the business must be operated for profit
and fall within the size standards set by the SBA.
Privately owned medical facilities including hospitals,
clinics, emergency outpatient facilities, and medical and
dental laboratories are eligible; recovery and nursing
homes are also eligible, provided they are licensed by
the appropriate government agency and they provide
more than room and board.
