**TraumaComm may ask for additional info to better assess neuro-trauma
patients. EMS crews should reference the ATCC Neuro-Trauma “go-by” as
needed.

**If the patient has “special considerations/conditions” that may elevate the
Trauma Triage Level, please relay these to ATCC for proper rating.

***ALL Major & Moderate trauma patients (as defined by the Arkansas Trauma Field
Triage Decision Scheme) shall have coordination with TraumaComm prior to arrival at an
