__Manages any injury which may compromise breathing/ventilation

Circulation

     __Checks pulse  __Assesses skin(either color,temp,or condition) 4

__Initiates shock management     __Assesses for and controls bleeding

Identifies patient priority and makes treatment/transport decision. 1

Demonstrates how and when to reassess the patient to determine changes in condition 1

Provides accurate verbal report to arriving EMS unit 1

Critical Criteria

____   Failure to initiate or call for transport for the patient within 15 minute time limit

____   Failure to take or verbalize body substance isolation precautions

____   Failure to determine scene safety

____   Failure to voice and ultimately provide high concentration of Oxygen

____   Failure to assess/provide adequate ventilation

____    Failure to find and appropriately manage problems associated with airway, breathing, hemorrhage or shock

____    Failure to differentiate patient’s need for immediate transportation vs. continued assessment/treatment at scene

____   Performs secondary examination before assessing/treating threats to airway, breathing, and circulation

____   Orders a dangerous or inappropriate intervention

____   Exhibits unacceptable affect with patient or other personnel
